A brisk trade again this week in the store cattle ring with all on offer every bit as dear as we have seen them.
Those stronger, close to finished took care of themselves as ever and were dearer again, but unusually for this
time of the year, it was those longer term, Spring 2025 turning out steers and heifers that drew the greatest
interest and sold to a premium. A trio of magnificent Charolais steers (20m) from Barry Mildon and Family in
from Cadbury topped out at a decent enough £1830 apiece whilst a pen of four slight younger (17m) roughly
castrated bullocks from the same sellers still reaching £1700. Plenty of other Charolais bred steers to shout
about and included a couple of strong ones (30m) from Steve Palmer, Moretonhampstead rising to £1595
followed by smart ones (20m) from Colin Wakeham of Buckfastleigh at £1500 and much later born Charolais
(12m) easing to a creditable £1490 for Martin Littlejohns and Family of Meldon, Okehampton. Dave Harris up
from Stoke Fleming sold a grand South Devon crossbred steer (25m) for an impressive £1685 while purebred
South Devon bullocks (20m) from David Booty of Poundsgate drew £1545. Dave Lee from Farway saw the
better of the Limousin bred steers (18m) return him £1680 whilst Gordon Elliott up from Ashburton would
have been happy to see his best Limousin steers (26m) come back at £1550 for a pair. Several British Blue bred
steers about again this Friday when Keith White and Family in from Sandford saw theirs (22m) realise to £1590
followed by David and Andy Mortimer back again this week and parting with two more Blues (21 m) for £1440
a life followed by first class traditional native breed steers at £1570 for Herefords (25m) from lan Pedrick of
Malborough together with Aberdeen Angus of the same age to £1500 for Colin Wakeham and Beef Shorthorn
steers (21m) making £1360 for Vooght Brothers of Luton, Chudleigh. Friesian steers (25m) sold readily and to
£1240 for Suddon Grange Farm of Wincanton. A weighty Charolais heifer (30m) from Steve Palmer headed
that section when reaching £1630 whilst younger (16m) Charolais from Terry and Jennifer Arscott of Chagford
ran to £1285 and younger again sorts (12m) of high order from Martin Littlejohns and Family still drew £1090.
David Booty was back when selling his South Devon heifers (20m) to £1380 as was Dave Harris who parted
with a solid looking Hereford female (27m) for just a bid less at £1375. Dave Harris also saw his Aberdeen
Angus heifer (26m) reach £1310 and Gordon Elliott took home £1330 when selling a pair of neat Limousin
heifers for £1330 apiece. Highest priced British Blue females (23m) came from David and Andy Mortimer and
sold to £1280 for a pair whilst trio of Simmentals (17m) from Toby Ford of Okehampton saw £1 140 apiece and
four decent Devon heifers (26m) fetched £970 a head for TR Davie and Partners from Cadbury.
