620 DRAFT EWES 
A larger entry and again a very fast trade with Hill Ewes and everything in the 
overall average of £117.90, well up on last week. A Texel topped the day at £189 
from Tom Highmoor of Lantuel, St Wenn. Suffolk x Ewes to £169 from 3 
vendors. Mules topped at £186 from LR Burden of Tredundle which is the 
highest price for Mules seen in the Draft Ewe section at Hallworthy, followed by 
£169 for Mules from Tom Highmoor. Hill breeds to £120.  
  
285 FAT LAMBS  
Smaller entry and like the rest of 
the country the trade has taken 
a hard knock. Our overall 
average was 286.4ppkilo, well 
inline with the national average. 
The shapely well fleshed Lambs 
sold to a top of 315p from 2 vendors, David Broad of Davina, Tintagel for his 
44kgs to £138.50 and Steven Bate of Trew Farm, Tresmeer for his 42.6kgs to 
£134. Top per head on the day was £144 for a pen of 48.4kgs from W & R 
Pethick of Trevalga, Boscastle.

1st sale of Store Lambs met with a very strong trade and more could have been 
sold, top being £92 from Danny Smith of Altarnun.

STORE CATTLE 
Over 300 Cattle through the rings again this week, with a top call of £1780.  
170 Stores were topped by a super fleshed 26 month Steer from A T Howie LTD of St 
Tudy realising £1780. Just behind was R Cobbledick of Trelash with a stunning 
shaped Limousin Steer at 18 months to £1505. E R Headon of Boscastle ran in next 
with a super run of Cattle topping out at £1455 for a blocky Charolais x Steer and a 
Hereford close behind to £1400. R & C Ward & Son of Bude had a good day with a 
run of 37 dairy x Cattle at 16-17 months of age with their best pen of 6 long stretchy 
Charolais x Steers away at £1325. SED Rail of North Petherwin saw the best of their 
Hereford x Steers at £1370 x4 and a second pen of four to £1340. Scott Tummey of 
Bodmin realised £1300 for a super young Charolais x Steer. Heifers were limited on 
numbers today, top came from R Cobbledick with his 19-21 month Limousin x 
Heifers away at £1175 and a single Aberdeen Angus x to £1115. Linnick Farm 
Partnership saw their sweet pen of Hereford x Heifers at 15 months to £1005 x7. 
Back in again was Scott Tummey with a pair of Hereford x Heifers to £1000, also at 
this price was S Bloye of Callington with a very sweet British Blue x Heifer.  
Breeding Cattle – A strong 6 year old Hereford Bull from A R Hooper of Crackington 
Haven saw him away at £1640 and a long Charolais Bull from the same home to 
£1550. Cows and Calves from W T Key & Son of Wadebridge saw a 96 month 
Limousin x Cow and Heifer calf at foot to £1300 and an older Limousin x Cow and 
Heifer calf away at £1260.  
Cull Cows – A few around with top spot going to North Devons from Bannadon 
Farms of Okehampton with a super fleshed pair of Cows to £1555 and another pair 
at £1405. A T Howie of St Tudy saw his Aberdeen Angus x Cow to £1300 and T J Wills 
of Davidstow realised £1290 for a British Blue x Cow.

Heifers this week topped the section with a smart bunch of five well bred 
Hereford Heifers making an impressive £930 presented by G Issac’s 
travelling down from Bridgewater, Somerset. Steers sold to £855 on two 
occasions, firstly for a super bunch of Blue Steers (8-14m) in from R 
Kempthorne & Partners of St Tudy and secondly £855 for a cracking bunch 
of Limousin Steers in from CP Button LTD of St Tudy, who sold more to 
£820 and £800. Smart Hereford Steers reached £800 for John Varcoe of St 
Wenn. Other Heifers sold to a premium with young but sweet Blue Heifers 
racing away to an impressive £740 x5 and £720 x10 (7-9m) presented by R
