A good quality entry met a solid trade for the 1st 

quality.  The sale topped at £2900 for ‘Trudnoe 

Wavelength Humbug 41’ who sold yielding 49kg on 

behalf of J H & S M Dark & Sons, Mullion. Other 

freshly calved cows from the same good vendor 

achieved £2700 for ‘Trudnoe Darwin Polly 51’ who 

sold yielding 45kg and £2450 for ‘Trudnoe Darwin 

Patricia 3’, the 2nd place cow in today’s show. Further 

cows realised £2350 for ‘Winkleigh Rubels Kirsty 3’ 

who sold on behalf of Winkleigh Holsteins. Generally, 

trade for cows was easier than seen in recent months 

and cows whose udders were ageing before their 

time, were much more difficult to place.  

 

Freshly calved heifers topped at £2600 for ‘Winkleigh Robin Ruth D’ who sold yielding 37kg on behalf of 

Winkleigh Holsteins. Further heifers achieved £2400 for the pre-sale show champion ‘Hoops Ivory 1272’ 

who sold on behalf of Guy, Florence, Stuart and Michelle Ley, Sutcombe closely followed by ‘Whitsand 

5138 Improbable Myra VG85’ who achieved £2300, sold on behalf of PD & SK Blake, Torpoint.

A packed ring of buyers, both around the ring and on MartEye saw a flying trade and great demand for 

the Herd Dispersal of the excellent ‘Starline’ herd of pedigree Hereford Cattle on behalf of Alan and 

Linda Gifford of Milton Damerel, Holsworthy.  

 

The cattle were well-bred and in good condition and the units of cows and calves were split and sold 

individually. The sale saw a top of 3500gns (£3675) for an outstanding cow ‘Twilight Blackberry 4th’ born 2020 

and due to calf in the spring to the Hereford Stock Bull. Other cows due in the spring sold to 1800gns for 

‘Starline 1 Leslie 4th’ a 2019 born cow, 1700gns (£1785) for ‘Starline 1 Nugget 2nd’ a 2017 born cow and 

1550gns (£1628) for ‘Ruckmans 1 Leslie 114’ a 2013 born cow. All cows sold averaged £1753. The sale also 

included a number of heifer calves sold after their dams which saw a tremendous trade.
