Top call of the day was for a 2018 Kubota KX080-4 digger with 3900 hours on the clock which topped at 
£24,000. Next up was the Valtra T151 50k for £18,200 and £11,000 for the Massey Ferguson 4235 2wd 
tractor. Other tractors reached £6,700 for the Renault Ceres 325 with 5900 hours, £6,000 for the JCB 3tn 
dumper and £5,100 for the Kubota GT3 with power loader and 875 hours on the clock.  
 

Topping the machinery entries this month was the McHale F5500 round baler having done approximately 
15000 bales at £15,800 with the Claas liner 3100 hitting £6,700, the 2014 Teagle Titan 9 at £6,400 and the 
Vogel Noot 5 furrow plough at £5,000. 
 

An impressive 28 trailers on offer this month with the best topping at £6,100 for the Graham Edwards DM14 
tri-axle livestock box, a perfectly maintained 8tn Marshall silage/grain trailer made a very respectable £5,000 
and another 10tn Marston silage trailer hit £4,400.  
 

Best of an ever growing line up of vehicles was the 2015 Volvo XC90 with 123,000 on the clock at £8,000.  
 

Cornish Tractors continued dispersal included a line up of Polaris Rangers reaching £7,800, various trailers 
and rakes as well as Tim Wards personal 2012 Mercedes E250 car which went to its new home for £4,550.
