Store Steers to £2240 Store Heifers to £2200

Just running out of superlatives to describe the incredible returns seen in the store cattle section of late and
although perhaps we didn’t see as many of those high quality forward cattle here at Exeter this week, those on
offer were every bit as dear as we have seen them. A host of buyers once again in attendance both from the
Southwest Counties and further afield all ensuring the true worth of these hard to value stores was achieved.
Steers topped at an impressive £2240 given for a strong, standout South Devon cross steer (21 m) from David
Harris of Stoke Fleming followed by further outstanding forward steers in the way of Charolais (20m) at £2200
and £2100 for Dan and Emma Kirk of Ashwater Also, younger (| Im) Charolais bullocks look decent money
when returning £1260 for Joe Richardson up from Kingsbridge. Dan and Emma Kirk were back when parting
with a trio of solid looking British Blue steers (18m) for a creditable £2120 apiece whilst the best of the native
breed bullocks saw four grand Aberdeen Angus bred sorts (21m) ease to £2050 a life for John Reddaway and
Sons of Cossick Cross and Herefords (23m) drew £1920 for Roger Adams up from Newquay who also saw a
nicely covered Belted Galloway steer (30m) rise to £1410. Paul Giddy of Downderry brought a load of his smart
suckler bred Limousins and picked up £1900 for three super steers (22m) followed by David Skelley up from
Shaugh Prior selling quality British Blonde steers (20m) for £1760 and Simmentals of the same age and stature
to £1640. A neat Devon steer (21 m) from Lloyd Heywood and Family, Kentisbury sold readily at £1440. Store
heifers another strong trade too when peaking at £2200 for an eye catching pen of six British Blues (23m) from
Dan and Emma Kirk with other Blues born around the same time running to £1840 for the returning Lloyd
Heywood and Family. Also, back for more was Paul Giddy who saw fine bunches of Limousin females (24m)
come back at £2060 and £1930 as was David Harris when selling his single Charolais for £1860. Hereford heifers
(25m) from Roger Adams came back at £1820 followed by David Skelley selling pens of British Blondes (24m)
to £1700 and Steve Edgcombe of Kingston with good Simmental heifers (27m) at £1610. A pen of six decent,
outwintered Aberdeen Angus heifers (27m) from Anthony Bond of South Milton fetched £1560 apiece. Just a
few grazing type cull cows on offer this week which topped at £1700 for a hefty British Blue cross from Paul
Giddy.

1244 BREEDING SHEEP

A highlight of the day was the massive show of breeding sheep with ewe hoggs kicking things off and selling just
ahead of store prices reaching £150, £146 and £145 for David Jarvis of Chillington as Niall Tewson and Family,
trading as Chipley Farm Ltd of Bickington sold Highlanders at £142 twice and £136 and £136 also for Penny
Collier of South Brent with her Zwartbles.

Inlambers set off a great trade with packed alleys of buyers, bidders and on lookers making trade hot from start
to finish with many purchasers going home short of numbers or even without getting on the score sheet at all.
Scott Tummey of Bodmin had an eye catching run of early March lambing ewes that saw his best three pens of
flock aged Mules rise to £250 with others at £248 twice and £240 as well as Texel crosses at £245 and £235
twice and Suffolk crosses at £242. Two other vendors also achieved £250 apiece being Messrs Blackmore of
Feniton with a pen of Suffolk cross shearlings in the sale day entries and Andy Hill of Wells with his pen of 4T
aged Mules scanned with singles and triplets mixed. Sarah Elford of Dorchester dispersed the late Andy Elford’s
flock to a top of £248 for flock aged NC Mules with others with these comments at £230 and homebred Welsh
Mule shearlings saw three pens make £235. Mark Edgecombe trading as Ace Sheep, Dorchester sold his best
Suffolk crosses to £242 twice with plenty of business done either side of £200. Similarly Rich Kingdom of
Sampford Courtenay sold his two pens of flock aged Texel cross ewes at £212, CB Livestock of Barnstaple saw
their best pen of Suffolk’s rise to £208 as well as three pens of Texel crosses make £202, Chipley Farm Ltd had
Primera’s to £205 twice, £200 and £190 twice as well as Highlander’s to £202 and £195 no less than seven
times, Colin Wakeham of Buckfastleigh had Charollais crosses to £205 & £200 twice and Peter Howlett of
Kingswear sold his best to £202 on five occasions. A run of 60 NC Mule ewe hogs carrying 130% lambs sold
readily at £208 for all six pens and all 1244 breeding sheep averaged a very pleasing £194 per head. Well done
to all vendors on a cracking show of sheep and a huge turnout of buyers to ensure a fast trade throughout.
