This 2025 store cattle trade does still take some getting used to with prices right across the board every bit as 

dear as we have seen them this week and a head scratching trade again.

450 stores penned and sold again 

this week with top honours in the steer section going to the best of a remarkable run of continental bred 

bullocks from Dan Gould of Taunton in the way of a pair of outstanding Charolais (22m) which made £2680 

apiece. Dan Gould also parted with his next best Charolais (20m) in pair with a Beef Shorthorn for £2440 and 

a super pen of seven Charolais (18m) for £2380 a life, before also selling a trio of very smart Limousin steers 

(20m) for £2650 each. Further top quality Limousin bred bullocks saw three of the same age reach rise to £2460 

a head for Brian Vallance and Family of Bickington whilst an admirable pen of three Limousins (25m) from C & 

S Heywood in from Bolham drew £2400 and an eye catching single (23m) from Jason and Cathy Crang of 

Cadeleigh saw £2370. The same duo also sold solid looking yearling Limousin steers (14m) to a creditable £1720 

although these were eclipsed by John Hull of Tiverton who saw his best Limousin youngsters (12m) rise to a 

premium at £1860 for three. Dan Gould was back when selling well kept British Blonde and Aberdeen Angus 

steers (22m) to £2420 together with a fine group of five Simmentals (20m) for £2320 apiece whilst solitary 

Angus steers (20m) reached £2260 and £1960 for C & S Heywood again and Paul Stoneman of Stokeinteignhead 

respectively.

cows about this week with the very best drawing an unbelievable £2500 and £2160 for John & Steph Rogers of
