391 lots of bigger machinery were entered this month with an 89% clearance, with 56% of lots 
receiving an online bid and 28% of lots selling online via MartEye.  
 
Top call of the day was £11,000 for a 2011 Landini Power Farm which had 5,942 hours on the 
clock.  
 
This was followed by a 2015 John Deere 855D gator to £7,300. A CAT excavator with 2 buckets 
made £4,600 and a Watson flat roller to £3,800.  
 
Top of the vehicles was a 2008 Mercedes Viano CDI to £2,500 which had 77,900 miles on the clock 
closely followed by £2,200 for a 2005 Mitsubishi L200 Warrior with 144,150 miles on the clock.  
 
A Bateman ambassador cattle crush with foot trimming package made £2,500 and an Ifor Williams
